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PREPARING AND WRITING A SUMMARY

A summary contains the essential information from a text. In a
general way, writing a summary can help you check if you have un-
derstood or remembered the main ideas of any reading passage. Be-
ing able to write a summary is a necessary skill when gathering in-
formation for research papers. Summarizing facts and opinions is
also important for business presentations, work meetings and confe-
rences.

The list that follows outlines the steps for writing a summary.

1. Identify the main ideas.

2. Decide what you are going to leave out. Include only the
most essential details.

3. Reorganize the ideas in a way that makes your points clear.
You do not have to follow the order of the original text.

4. Start with a sentence stating the subject matter of the sum-
mary, where the original text came from, and/or the original
author’s name. Choose one of these verbs to introduce the is-
sue of the text: to deal with, to raise the problem of, to touch
upon the problem of, to comment on, to criticize, to emphas-
ize, to show etc.

5. Use your own words. Do not copy from the text unless you

use direct quotes and quotation marks, or indirect speech.

State only the author’s opinions and not your own.

7. Make sure your verb tenses are appropriate and consistent
when you use reported speech.

8. Use these words to connect similar ideas: in addition (to this
fact), besides, furthermore, moreover, also and these ones to
connect contrasting ideas: in contrast, on the other hand,
nevertheless, conversely, but.

9. Make the summary short, no more than 30 percent of the
original text and, in many cases, much less.

10. Be sure to edit your work. Polish it to make the language
flow smoothly.
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
