Chairman of a big bank, a
not-so-young man deeply dissatisfied with his life, is seeking ways
to overcome his psychological crisis. He comes across an old
friend who gives him an uncommon advice...

Tenant by S. Medvedev. A journalist visiting his former lover
meets her neighbor, a young woman, and makes advances until
realizing that this pleasant lady is tracking someone across the
street whom she plans to kill...

Friend Zone by O. Zhanaidarov. Two couples, overgrown
teenagers, seem to be very self-centered: the girls vie for boys
while the latter try to settle the score on a boxing ring...

Fruit Trick by A. Korovkin. A provincial governor and his
assistant come to Moscow with a bag full of cash for a prosecutor.
This triggers some amusing events at the hotel...
