PREREQUISITES

The book you are about to read is a complex unity composed of
nine stories separate in plot though connected with each other through
the sequence of poetic moods (rasa) as they are defined in Sanskrit
poetics. To understand the book to the fullest you are strongly advised
to study the stories in connection with the commentaries in the book
itself (pp. 216-239), the Appendices, and the books by Galinskaya
«3aragkn wm3BecTHBIX KHUT» and «®Dwuiaocodckue W dCTETHIECKHe
OCHOBBI MO3TUKHU CaIMHIKEPaY.

1. Read the information about J.D. Salinger given in your books and
in Appendices 1 and 2 of this booklet. Prepare some questions for
discussion in class. Find some additional information about the
author, 1.e. about:

e topics covered in his books;

e philosophy underlying his creative activity; influence of
Zen on the philosophy of Salinger’s stories and novels;

e approaches to conveying the messages of the stories,
manner of writing;

e the unity and coherence of the nine stories in terms of their
ideas, artistic and philosophic value;

e the place pnd role of the Nine Stories in the creative
activity of the author and how this book relates to his other
creations.
