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ABSTRACT

Results. The research results are presented in the form of an analysis of the world experience and relevant issues of the for-
mation of public zones on embankments. The conditions for the construction of architectural facilities along river banks must
be determined by the concept of transforming the embankment and the general principles of urban development. Trends in
the arrangement of riverside areas and their general architectural principles are identified. The features and the interna-
tional experience of the architectural design of floating hotels, the conditions for the interaction between water spaces and
the structure of these hotels are also considered.

Conclusions. The huge image potential of embankments is a significant factor for the tourist attractiveness of these areas.
The insufficient legislative support of such facilities has been identified; the legislation, governing the operation of hotels, is
to be revised to conform to the present-day reality.
