Based on the practice of prosecutorial supervision, the author proposes a methodological ap-
proach that takes into account the legal aspects of the legislative regulation of financial transac-
tions and legal forms of countering their illegal forms. He believes that the use of this approach will
bring systematicity to the theory and practice of such counteraction, and further development of
this methodology with the participation of prosecutors will help improve the state mechanism for
combating illegal financial transactions, and can also become the theoretical basis of prosecuto-
rial supervision in this area.

ISSUES OF DAMAGE ASSESSMENT FOR DAMAGE TO BUSINESS REPUTATION

The article describes various methods used to calculate reputational damage caused as a
result of the publication of defamatory information in the media, and examines trends in judi-
cial practice in such disputes. Using the example of a legal dispute regarding the recovery of
compensation for damage to business reputation as a result of the publication of a defamatory
article in the «yellow press», the assessment of the amount of harm made by the appraisal
company, the defects in this calculation and the decision made by the court are analyzed. The
author gave recommendations on the choice of calculation methods and examined their ap-
plication in detail.

CONCLUSION OF A BANK ACCOUNT AGREEMENT UNDER THE CONDITIONS
OF THE PROVISIONS OF COUNTERACTION LEGISLATION

Yulia V. Lysova-Bakhareva, PhD in law, associate professor of the department of banking law of
the University named after O.E. Kutafin (MSLA), master of laws of the Russian school of private
law (Moscow)

The author considers the issues of access to banking services in the process of digitalization
of banking activities. Analyzes the grounds for refusal to conclude a bank account agreement
in connection with the implementation by banks of the functions of financial monitoring agents.
Examines the relevant international acts and determines their place in the legal system of Russia.
He concludes that the application of the provisions of counteraction legislation when opening a
bank account violates the rights and freedoms of a person and a citizen, as well as the subjective
civil rights of participants in civil turnover.
